Hello, Camelot Homeowners Association Members! It is time again for the Annual HOA Meeting which has been scheduled for February 11, 2025, at 7:00 pm.  The meeting will be held in the Board of Alderman room at City Hall. This letter serves as official notice for the Annual Meeting. Of special note, the 2025 annual assessment remains at $598. The payment is due January 1, 2025, with 60 days-term thus the past due date is March 1, 2025. As always, the Board has been active and busy this year! The following is a summary of some of the issues to be discussed at the Annual Meeting. 

City and Village Tax Office (Escrow Company)  Web:  cityandvillage.com   Phone (314.739.4800)   
In 2024, City and Village Tax Office completed the installation of a new software system. This new software allows each homeowner to access a Camelot HOA portal via the website.  Contact information is in the title above. Once on their website, move down to the blue area called WebAxis and start the registration process. The Login Registration will require you to enter First and Last Name, Street Number and Name, City, State and Zip Code. The account number will auto-fill as you are already in their system. There is a new section to register on, called the Membership List, which will ask you to register your name, street address and email address. You have a choice to Opt-out (privacy) or Opt-In to be listed for other members, your neighbors, to see this information: name, address, email. If you choose to keep that information private, please consider entering this information and use the Opt-out option for privacy, while allowing City and Village or the HOA Trustees to have access to an email address for direct communications with you and this would be greatly appreciated.

Once you have completed the registration process and have access to your own Camelot HOA Account, you will be able to initiate your payment for the annual assessment and see if you have any past due payments. The payment options include a credit card payment with a 3.5% fee or an eCheck payment with a fee of $2.99 per payment.  If you choose to use these options, please monitor the fee side of the process to ensure that you agree with the fee that will be charged. You may also mail your check to City and Village or set up a payment or a recurring payment via your own bank account.

Common Grounds, Paths & Ponds
As Camelot is a mature subdivision, we face increasing and continuous repairs and/or maintenance costs to our common grounds. Common ground includes the paths, ponds, and woodlands which account for the most expensive, ongoing cost.

As part of the required Clean Water Act, the HOA signed a maintenance agreement with Solitude Lake Management, a nationwide aquatic service company. Solitude has an Aquatic Specialist visit and inspects all three ponds twice a month from March through October. Their inspections and maintenance will include pond algae control (application of algaecides, aquatic herbicides, and surfactants) and aquatic and shoreline weed control and water quality with mosquito control. 


Ponds and Walking Paths: Repairs were made after 3 strong storms washed out areas of the paths, catch basins and lake edges. All efforts are made to mitigate the potential damage from storm water, but living in a “bluff side” community ensures these issues will be ongoing.  Additional repairs will be made in 2025.

Renovations, Improvements & Upkeep
This year we have had many renovations and building projects underway by neighbors throughout the community. While we love to see homeowners improving their homes & lots, we want to remind all homeowners that exterior renovations require approval by the Architectural Review Committee (ARC). ARC forms and trustee email addresses are stored on our website (see below) under Documents. Further, regarding projects taking place at your home, if a dumpster or storage pod is needed, these CANNOT be placed by the dumpster or storage company on the street in front of a home per City Ordinance. These items must be placed in your driveway or on your grass and should not remain for a period longer than 30 days or until the permit expires if it is a permit renovation project. 

Can you believe that Camelot is a quarter of a century old? Our first homeowners were in their house in 1996 anxiously waiting for the rest of us to join them!  As time passed and kids grew up, we have also seen our trees and bushes grow up and age. The lawn and landscaping upkeep for the Camelot homes is very good and the individual landscaping tastes are a pleasure to see. But we do see that there are a few areas for improvement. Please keep a critical eye on trees and bushes that may have outlived their best life and may need a good trim or removal, especially trees that are on frontages.  Intersection sightlines are required by the City so please check any tree or bush foliage that may block those sightlines, including views of stop signs or street signs as a safety issue.  Landscaping foliage that crowds or touches your home, creating an environment of moisture and lack of air flow, may allow unwelcome insects, termites, rodents and wildlife to have easy access to burrow into your home and no one wants to deal with those types of damages. 

Stormwater Sewers:
Since 2022, the HOA and the City of Weldon Spring have been in a disagreement regarding the responsibility for the maintenance and repairs of the stormwater pipelines beyond the right of way, including side and back yard inlets and piping. The HOA mailed to the City in Mid-November of this year, 19 pages of documentation to illustrate why the HOA believes this responsibility belongs to the City based on easements granted to the City on the Recorded Camelot Plat in 1996.  Currently, the HOA has not had a response from the City. Any request for a copy of the documentation sent to the City will be honored if from a homeowner on a Camelot property deed. If any homeowner has a specific question or issue regarding this situation, please contact an HOA trustee, email addresses at the end of newsletter.

Golf Carts, Boats, Trailers and RVs/Campers
The presence of golf carts, trailers, boats and RVs in the neighborhood has become much more prevalent over the past year.  As such, please note the rules & regulations with regard to parking these and other motorized vehicles.  (Law requires operators to hold a valid driver's license)
Article VII paragraph 1 clause (p) states: “Vehicles and watercraft, whether motorized, self-propelled, propelled or drawn by human, wind, sail, water, fuel or otherwise, including but not limited to, boats, vessels, motorboats, sailboats, sailboards, canoes, kayaks, boat trailers, recreational vehicles (ATV), motorcycles, motorized bicycles, motor-tricycies, dirt bikes, mini bikes, tractors, truck-tractors, trucks displaying commercial advertising, trailers, campers, and house trailers, shall not be parked, placed or stored outside any Dwelling...”
Frequent Complaints or Issues: 

In addition to the items mentioned above, the HOA is frequently contacted with the following complaints.

· Disposal of Dog Waste: A few complaints have been made about used dog waste bags being left on common grounds, streets and private property.  Please be respectful of your neighbors and dispose of all animal waste in your own personal trash.  

· Trash Cans: Please be aware that all trash cans must be stored in your garage on non-pick-up days but may be placed at the curb the night before trash pick-up. 

· Vehicle Parking: RV vehicles, Trailers, RVs and boats should never be parked on the street and cannot be stored in driveways for longer than 7 out of 30 days per city ordinance.  Our request is that they not be stored outside of your garage on your property for longer than it takes to load/unload them.

· Pond Water and Paths:  For safety purposes, motorized vehicles of any type, bicycles, etc. are prohibited from our paths due to steep hills and unstable paths. In addition, no person should enter the pond water with any type of boating or floatation device, ice skating, wading, or swimming. Fishing is welcome from the banks.

· Street Parking: Parking vehicles overnight on the street is a frequent complaint as well.  While it’s legal to park operating vehicles on the street, this can be a nuisance to other neighbors if parked in proximity to driveways or intersecting streets, but more importantly it can disrupt the traffic flow, which is a safety issue for emergency vehicle access. 

I3 Broadband Internet Provider
i3 Broadband (i3broadband.com) has approached the HOA to attempt to gage interest from our community regarding a potential installation of fiber optic high speed internet in Camelot. This would incur a large financial commitment from this provider so they would like to see if there is enough commitment from potential customers. They call this a minimum interest commitment and are looking for at least of 65% of household commitment of interest from this provider.  How to express Interest: residents can pre-register their interest at www.i3broadband.com/residential-signup/
Pre-registration is completely free and carries no obligation, it’s simply a way to let this provider know if you want another internet provider option in your neighborhood. A rep will attend the annual meeting for a presentation and Q&A.
