ANNUAL MEETING 
Hello, Camelot Homeowners Association Members! It is time again for the Annual HOA Meeting which is scheduled for February 3, 2026, at 7:00 pm.  The meeting will be held in the Board of Alderman room at City Hall. This letter serves as official notice for the Annual Meeting.

2026 ASSESSMENTS
The 2026 annual assessment will increase slightly to $657. The payment is due January 1, 2026, with 60 days-term thus will accrue 10% interest on Mar 1, 2026. 

City and Village Tax Office (Escrow Company)  Web:  cityandvillage.cincwebaxis.com     
Please use the website noted above to make your assessment payment to City and Village. The Login Registration will require you to enter First and Last Name, Street Number and Name, City, State and Zip Code or use the Sign In if already registered. The account number will auto-fill as you are already in their system. There is a new section to register on, called the Membership List, which will ask you to register your name, street address and email address.  Email and/or phone are valuable information to provide to City and Village and to your HOA. 

IMPORTANT ISSUE: STORMWATER SEWER RESPONSIBILITY

THIS IS AN IMPORTANT ISSUE WHICH COULD RESULT IN COSTLY REPAIRS F0R INDIVIDUAL HOMEOWNERS AND POTENTIALLY EFFECT HOME VALUES IN OUR COMMUNITY

In 2022, the City of Weldon Spring determined that they would no longer maintain and repair our stormwater infrastructure past the street Right-of-Way.  They asserted the City did not specifically accept the dedication of the stormwater lines at the time of the street dedication and it is up to the homeowner to make repairs on common lines and inlets that run through the side and back yard of their property.

The HOA has held the position it neither reasonable nor practical to expect individual homeowners to maintain common/shared lines which run through their property. As a result, in 2026 the HOA will ask homeowners to approve an amendment to the HOA covenants to either:

a} Properly dedicate to the City the stormwater lines located in the present easements on your private property and allow our HOA assessments to pay for the related costs.

OR

b) Allow the HOA to “self- insure” and perform maintenance and repair to the stormwater system through HOA dues. 

Please note, the costs of each approach is presently unknown and would likely require a special assessment to complete.  The special assessment would be for a specific amount and approved in advance by the homeowners.  The amendment referenced above will allow the HOA to move forward to resolve this issue on behalf of the community.  
We anticipate sending a mailer to each home in 2026 to allow homeowners to vote for the necessary changes to the HOA Indentures to resolve this critical issue. Please feel free to contact the trustees for more information or clarification. 


ONGOING MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR ITEMS
Camelot is a mature subdivision. We face increasing and continuous repairs and maintenance costs to our common grounds. Common ground includes the paths, ponds, and woodlands which account for the most expensive, ongoing cost.

Monitoring
As part of the required Clean Water Act, the HOA signed a maintenance agreement with Solitude Lake Management, a nationwide aquatic service company. Solitude has an Aquatic Specialist visit and inspects all three ponds twice a month from March through October. Their inspections and maintenance will include pond algae control (application of algaecides, aquatic herbicides, and surfactants) and aquatic and shoreline weed control and water quality with mosquito control. 

Ponds and Walking Path Repairs
Repairs were completed after 4 strong storms washed out areas of the paths, catch basins and lake edges. All efforts are made to mitigate the potential damage from storm water, but living in a “bluff side” community ensures these issues will be ongoing. Major repairs/structural enhancements have been contracted for areas that have experienced significant erosion and additional repairs will be considered in 2026.  

HOME IMPROVEMENTS
As usual, this year we have had many renovations and building projects underway by neighbors throughout the community. While we love to see homeowners improving their homes & lots, we want to remind all homeowners that exterior renovations require approval by the Architectural Review Committee (ARC). ARC forms and trustee email addresses are stored on our website (see below) under Documents. 

Further, regarding projects taking place at your home, if a dumpster or storage pod is needed, these CANNOT be placed on the street in front of a home per City Ordinance. These containers must be placed in your driveway or on your grass and should not remain for a period longer than 30 days or until the permit expires if it is a permit renovation project. 


FREQUENT COMPLAINTS/ISSUES: 
The HOA is frequently contacted with the following complaints.

· Disposal of Dog Waste: A few complaints have been made about used dog waste bags being left on common grounds, streets and private property. Please be respectful of your neighbors and dispose of all animal waste in your own personal trash.  

· Trash Cans: All trash cans must be stored in your garage on non-pick-up days but may be placed at the curb the night before trash pick-up. Please return cans by the end of the day of pickup.

· Vehicle Parking: RV vehicles, Trailers, RVs and boats should never be parked on the street and cannot be stored in driveways for longer than 7 out of 30 days per city ordinance.  Our request is that they not be stored outside of your garage on your property for longer than it takes to load/unload them.

· Pond Water and Paths:  For safety purposes, motorized vehicles of any type, bicycles, etc. are prohibited from our paths due to steep hills and unstable paths. In addition, no person should enter the pond water with any type of boating or floatation device, ice skating, wading, or swimming. Fishing is welcome from the banks.

· Street Parking: Parking vehicles overnight on the street is a frequent complaint as well. While it’s legal to park operating vehicles on the street, this can be a nuisance to other neighbors if parked in proximity to driveways or intersecting streets, but more importantly it can disrupt the traffic flow, which is a safety issue for emergency vehicle access. 

· Golf Carts, Boats, Trailers and RVs/Campers:
The presence of golf carts, trailers, boats and ATVs in the neighborhood has become much more prevalent over the past year. As such, please note the rules & regulations related to parking these and other motorized vehicles.  (Law requires operators to hold a valid driver's license)

Article VII paragraph 1 clause (p) states: “Vehicles and watercraft, whether motorized, self-propelled, propelled or drawn by human, wind, sail, water, fuel or otherwise, including but not limited to, boats, vessels, motorboats, sailboats, sailboards, canoes, kayaks, boat trailers, recreational vehicles (ATV), motorcycles, motorized bicycles, motor-tricycies, dirt bikes, mini bikes, tractors, truck-tractors, trucks displaying commercial advertising, trailers, campers, and house trailers, shall not be parked, placed or stored outside any Dwelling...”

From the Trustees
To operate a successful HOA and maintain Camelot in a manner that benefits all residents, we ask all homeowners to consider getting involved, either as an active member of the HOA or as a Trustee whereby you will have an active voice in what is happening in Camelot. Of note, Kristy Kniest will be stepping down from the board at the end of 2026 and we will need a replacement for her.  1st year trustees are primarily asked to simply get up to speed on activities and learn, and then pick an area to help with the following year.  We need your help! 
 
We would like to say thank you to all the members of our community for continuing to maintain their properties and doing their part to keep a vigorous market for our subdivision. Please keep up the excellent work! 

Lastly, the Board would like to give a shout out to our volunteers for their continued involvement and dedication in seasonal décor for our monuments and monitoring our paths and ponds. Our Camelot Social Committee works hard to engage our community in events like the 4th of July and Halloween Parades, which continue to delight the families in our community.
